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Winter Riding

Winter riding: For some motorcyelists, this is simply not an option. For
them, the bike goes into hibernation and is covered until the spring weather
returns. It doesn't have to be that way. With the right gear. a little common
sense, and some minor changes in your riding style, you can carry on rid-
ing safely throughout the winter months.

John and Michele Howe Dress up for the Weather
Virg\gel DIstricegicatars Investing in good winter riding gear can make a great difference to your
warmth and comfort. One piece riding suits offer less opportunity for the wind to find a way in. If these are
unavailable, dress 1n layers. A good quality pair of gloves 1s a must. There 1s large a range of waterproof, ther-
mally gloves that will keep your hands warm and dry as you ride. Electric clothing is also available and works
well. If you have a long ride ahead, plan to stop and warm up often.

Roads

Avoid snow covered roads and like the summer, when rain and wet snow falls on the roads the accumulated
grease and o1l becomes treacherous, now let’s add the possibility of the rain, wet snow and frost turning into
black ice. You must Increase your breaking distance to account for the road conditions. Watch out for wet
leaves on the road. These can make the surface slippery and could make you lose control. Save your faster
twisty road riding for those summer days. Use your entire lane, slow down, give yourself space to adapt and
adjust.

Visibility

Bad weather conditions such as fog can restrict your view. Be aware of the hazards; ride to suit the weather
conditions. We need to be as visible as possible to other drivers: signal earlier, wear reflective clothing and
make sure all your lights are in working condition, can you say T-CLOCS.

Tires
Check your tires; ensure they have enough tread to grip the road and check the pressures. Keep in mind, while
riding on cooler days tires may not warm up enough to grip the road as designed.

With a little planning and care, you'll ride most of the winter and be enjoying spring riding before you know
it.”

This year’s competition is about to end. Below you will find the GWRRA guidelines for the point system for choosing
the Chapter of the Year. You have this month and next to get all the rest of vour events logged in. Good luck. We will
expect your reports by January 10 so we can tally up and make the final decision for Wingless Weekend. You can find
the entire score sheet on the GWRRA District or National web pages.

Basics for 2011 - 1 Point for each

Does the Chapter have an Assistant Chapter Director?

Does the Chapter have a Chapter Educator?

Does the Chapter provide a Newsletter to all Chapter Participants free of charge on a monthly basis?
Does the Chapter meet monthly at an appropriate location to promote GWRRA’s motto. “Friends for Fun,
Safety, and Knowledge™?

Was the Chapter’s Annual Financial Report for 2011 correctly submitted on time to the District Director?

A Little Extra for 2011 - 1 Point for each

Does the Chapter have a Chapter Mascot?

Does the Chapter have a Chapter Banner?

Does the Chapter have an up to date and current Chapter Scrap Book?

Did at least 20% of the Chapter Participants attend their District Convention?

Did at least 10% of the Chapter Participants attend a District Convention outside their District but within
their own Region? (1 Point for each Convention attended up to a maximum of 3 Poinfs.)

Did at least 10% of the Chapter Participants attend their Region Convention?

Did at least 5% of the Chapter Participants attend a Convention outside their Region? (1 Point for each
Convention attended outside their Region up to a maximum of 3 Points.)

Did at least 5% of the Chapter Participants attend Wing Ding in 20117

The same person cannot be counted more than one time for attending a Chapter

of the Year seminar or OCP.

Event/Ride Schedule

The Chapter prepares an event/ride schedule each month and provides a copy to all Chapter Participants and the District
Chapter of the Year Coordinator. The purpose of the monthly submissions is to ensure that upcoming events and rides
are made available to all Participants each month. Impromptu rides should be added to the Event/Ride Schedule and the

updated Event/Ride Schedule should be submitted to the District Chapter of the Year Coordinator with the final submis-
sion packet. The final Chapter of the Year packet should include a copy of each monthly schedule (monthly or revised).
Although a Chapter can begin participation in the Chapter of the Year Program at any time during the year, those Chap-
ters that begin in January will be eligible for more points than those beginning later in the year. For example, if a Chap-
ter starts sending their monthly Event/Ride Schedule in January and they have 3 or more rides per month they would get
2 points for January, 2 points for February, 2 points for March, etc... If a Chapter does not start participating in the Chap-
ter of the Year Program until May. May is the first month that the Chapter can start receiving points in this category. The
Chapter Event/Ride Schedule must be forwarded to all levels for verification of points in this category.

Point Value............ 1 — 2 monthly events.......... 1 Point per mo.
Point Value............ 3 or more monthly events....2 Points per mo.

You either get 1 point for the month or 2 points for the month. Do not combine theni.

Extraordinary Chapter Events or Activities

List the outstanding and Extraordinary Chapter Events or Activities that the Chapter hosted or participated in during
2011. Examples; Charitable rides or donations, Chapter awards received during the year, Guest speakers at Chapter
Gatherings, Campouts, Festive parties, Bike Shows, Toy Rides, Parades, Adopt a Family program, Cruise-in’s, visiting
another GWRRA Chapter, etc... Don’t be modest, toot your own horn. All Extraordinary Activities must appear on your
Event/Ride Schedule to count. A minimum of 10% of the average number Chapter Participants must participate in the
Extraordinary Event for it to count in this category. Extraordinary Chapter events or activities listed in this category may
not be listed or counted in the Planned Chapter Recruiting Activities section.

Maximum 25 Points 1 Point each

Chapter Web Site

Chapters that have a web site and the following items are on the home/first page will be scored as follows:

»  The GWRRA logo and the words “Gold Wing Road Riders Association” or the acronym “GWRRA”™.

2 Points

*  Region, District, Chapter designations, plus city and state will serve to identify the web page for those visiting the
site. 2 Points

¢ A link to the International, Region, and District web site. 2 Points

¢ Monthly Gathering meeting place and time on the web site. 2 Points

Planned Chapter Recruiting Activities

List the date, describe each activity and what was done to recruit and record the number of Chapter Participants attend-
ing the Recruiting Activity. These Recruiting activities must be listed on the Event/Ride Schedule.

Example: 03/25/2011 - GWRRA Recruiting Table at Northgate Mall where we displayed out Gold Wings, passed out
GWRRA literature and solicited new memberships. 15 Chapter Participants. A minimum of 10% of the Chapter must
participate in the planned Chapter Recruiting Activity for it to count in this category. Planmed Chapter Recruiting Activi-
ties listed in this category may not be listed or counted in the Extraordinary Chapter Events or Activities. Maximum of
15 Points 1 Point per Recruiting Activity

Chapter Couple of the Year

The Chapter selects a Chapter Couple of the Year for 2011 in accordance with the Couple of the Year Manual.

e Chapter Couple of the Year participates in the District Selection Process— S Points

Rider Education Levels Program
This category will score the number of Chapter Participants that are enrolled, active and current in each level of the Rid-
er Education Levels Program as a percentage of total Chapter Participants as of December 31, 2011. The percentages



and points apply for each level. As an incentive to get more Participants in the higher levels of the Levels Program, the
individual levels will have a multiplier. Multiply Level I points by 1, multiply Level II points by 2, multiply Level II
points by 3 and multiply Level IV points by 4. The International Rider Education database will be used to verify Chapte
data. The average number of Chapter Participants as of December 31, 2011 will be used to calculate the percentage o
enrollment in each level.

This is not a recruit
ing plan. S Points

Written Plan to Bring Back Members with Expired Memberships

Chapter has a written action plan for the purpose of bringing back past GWRRA Members whose memberships have
expired. Be sure to include anything that the Chapter Team and/or Chapter Participants are doing to encourage thest
Members to rejoin GWRRA.5 Points

Chapter Director (CD) & Assistant Chapter Director (ACD) Leadership Training

This category will score the total amount of Leadership Training Programs (Member Orientation Program [8 Seminars]
Life Skills Program [7 Seminars], Chapter Life Program [8 Seminars], Chapter Leadership Skills Program [8 Seminars]
Intermediate Leadership Program [8 Seminars], Advanced Leadership Program [8 Seminars], Instructor Developmen

Chapter Leadership Training Program (LTP) Training
